FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:
Is there a € 25 discount for members of the schoolbook club?
Yes, this has already been incorporated, so instead of € 75 for art and material costs, throughout the booklist there is now € 50 for art and material costs.
Does this discount also apply to new junior infants?
No, these children are not yet in the school, and therefore not officially in the schoolbook club. But parents of new junior infants pay € 80 when they accept the place offered, and this covers the € 70 art and material contribution and € 10 for administrative costs.
Can parents of a new junior infant pay the € 80 through the schoolbook club?
Yes, they can. Eithne and Judith compare lists to make sure that no one pays double.
Is there still a discount for families with more than 2 children in the school?
Yes there is. Families with more than 2 children in the school do not have to pay the art and material costs for the additional children. It does not matter if one of these children is a new junior infant, but for administrative reasons the art and material costs are deducted from the older children (€ 75 for families who are not in the schoolbook club and € 50 for families who are in the schoolbook club).


I am not a member of the schoolbook club yet – can I still join?
Yes, of course. Anyone can join at anytime until the month of June.
I have overpaid. What happens now?
You can either get the surplus back or carry it over to next year.
I am not in the schoolbook club, can I still buy the books in the school?
Of course you can. There will be 2 mornings in June when the schoolbooks for the school year 2011/2012 go on sale. 
Can I buy my books in the shops or on-line?
Yes you can, but you still have to pay the art and material costs directly to the school.
I already have some of the books for next year. Can I just buy the ones I need?
Yes you can. There will be a separate table dealing with the sale of individual books.
